7.   RESOLUTION AWARDING THE CONTRACT FOR   
      CONSTRUCTION OF PHASE III HIGH SCHOOL PAVING,  
      SIDEWALKS AND SITE LIGHTING
WHEREAS, through public advertising the school district solicited competitive bids for the High School Phase III Paving, Sidewalk and Site lighting as described in the October 10th 2007 Project Manual issued by EI Associates Architects and Engineers and Addendum issued thereto; and
WHEREAS, bids were received and opened on January 16th 2008 and the bid of Stilo Excavation Inc. (“Low Bidder”) was the lowest bid price conforming to specifications; and

WHEREAS, the New Jersey Schools Construction Corporation has issued the requisite pre-qualification certificate to the Low Bidder; and

WHEREAS, the Low Bidder is classified by the New Jersey Division of Property Management and Construction and the scope of the work of this project as defined in the Project Manual is within the DPMC classification issued to the Low Bidder; and

WHEREAS, this Board has determined to accept the bids of the Low Bidder for alternates #1and #2 

NOW THEREFORE, it is

RESOLVED that the contract for construction of Phase III Paving, Sidewalk, and Site lighting be awarded to Stilo Excavation Inc for a total contract sum of $993,852 inclusive of alternates #1, and #2 and that the administration immediately notify the Low Bidder of the award of this contract.  

8. PARTICIPATION AGREEMENT FOR COOPERATIVE PURCHASING OF NATURAL GAS SERVICES

The Metuchen Board of Education agrees to participate with the Middlesex Regional Educational Services Commission in seeking bids on a cooperative basis for the purchase of Natural Gas effective July 1, 2008.

The Board agrees to provide the Commission with the correct address/meter/account information for each location in their District/Municipality by 3/17/08.

The Board agrees not to solicit bids or quotes or to enter into a contract that would jeopardize the award of a contract for Cooperative Purchasing of Natural Gas by the Commission.  The Board agrees to abide by the award of contract made by the Commission if the Commission determines that the bidder is qualified.  The Board will not withdraw from the cooperative without providing at least 30 days advance notice of their intent before the next preparation of bid specifications.

The Commission will prepare bid specifications, evaluate bids submitted and award a contract for the purchase of Natural Gas.  The Commission will also monitor the performance of the vendor during the course of the contract.

In lieu of the participation fee, the Commission will receive a .00325 per therm commission from the successful bidder for the services rendered by the Commission, including preparation of specifications, transmittal of bid specifications, bid evaluation and contract documents.
