WHEREAS, Boys’ Track Coach Marty Holleran called 911 which resulted in the police, paramedics and ambulance arriving at the scene, and

WHEREAS, the patient was quickly placed in the ambulance and transported to JFK Hospital, and

WHEREAS, Dr. Lukenda has stated that Ms. McAllister’s quick action and steps she took saved the man’s life, 

NOW THERFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the Metuchen Board of Education commends Athletic Trainer Lauren McAllister for her quick and professional handling of a life threatening situation, and
